DISNEY'S "CAMP ROCK" DEBUT ON DISNEY CHANNELS WORLDWIDE
-- Performed by Recording Artists from Around the World –
-- "Camp Rock" Star Demi Lovato to Sing "This Is Me" in Spanish --
BURBANK, September 11, 2008 . . . Seventeen renditions of hit songs from the latest hit Disney Channel Original Movie, "Camp Rock," have been recorded in local languages by recording artists around the world as part of Disney Channel's mission to connect with kids and families locally and globally with great stories, characters and music that are relevant and entertaining.  The music videos are debuting on 27 Disney Channels leading up to the movie's launch in Europe and Asia this month.  Included is a Spanish language version of the ballad "This is Me" by the movie's 16-year-old star, Demi Lovato, set to debut on Disney Channel U.S. this fall.
Since its premiere on Disney Channel U.S. in June 2008, "Camp Rock" has been seen by over 45 million unduplicated viewers in the U.S., Canada and Latin America.
In the U.S., "Camp Rock" is the #1 cable telecast of 2008 in Total Viewers (10.1 million) and is TV's #1 entertainment telecast among Kids 6-11 (4.0 million) and Tweens 9-14 (3.8 million).  In Total Viewers, it is also the #1 non-sequel Disney Channel Original Movie in the channel's history, and is #2 overall, behind only the record-setting cultural sensation, "High School Musical 2."

The "Camp Rock" soundtrack spent a remarkable 10 weeks in the Top 10 on the Billboard Top 200 Album Chart, shipping Platinum in the United States, Canada, Argentina, Mexico and Venezuela, and Gold in Chile, Brazil, Colombia and the Philippines.  Six tracks have made it to the Radio Disney Top 30 Countdown, and "Play My Music" and "This is Me" went to #1.

The "Camp Rock:  Extended Rock Star Edition" on DVD and Blu-Ray is in its third week on sale in North America.  Disney Publishing's "Camp Rock: the Junior Novel," a novelization of the Disney Channel Original Movie, spent several weeks on the New York Times bestseller list.  Additional "Camp Rock"-inspired consumer products launched at Target across the U.S. and Disney Stores worldwide in summer 2008, generating strong sales.
