New "Handy Manny" Music Videos Premiere

BURBANK, November 10, 2008… A new character, Flicker, a young curious flashlight, joins Playhouse Disney's hit multicultural series "Handy Manny" with a week of new episodes beginning MONDAY, DECEMBER 1 (9:00 a.m. ET/PT) on Disney Channel. Four new "Handy Manny" music videos, featuring music from and inspired by the series, will premiere beginning Wednesday, December 3 (9:25 a.m. ET/PT). Recurring guest stars featured during the week include Lance Bass ("Dancing with the Stars") as the klutzy yet good-natured "surfer dude" Elliot, and Shelley Morrison ("Will and Grace") as the grandmotherly Mrs. Portillo. Wilmer Valderrama is the voice of Manny Garcia and Grey DeLisle is the voice of Flicker.

The youngest of Manny's tools, Flicker is learning how to speak English by listening and repeating what the other tools say. While he is always quick to greet everyone with "Hola," he doesn't always understand his English-speaking friends. With encouragement and determination, Flicker becomes a valued member of the toolbox family. Other storylines for the week include Manny getting a new motorcycle with a side car for his tools, the town of Sheet Rock Hills learning about water conservation, a New Years' Eve celebration, the 100th anniversary of Sheet Rock Hills and a trip to the movie theater for Manny and the tools.
"Kelly's Hardware Store," the first of four new "Handy Manny" music videos featuring music from the newly released "Handy Manny" CD, will premiere Wednesday, December 3. New videos will continue to premiere throughout December and January. All of the featured songs are performed by country singer Chris Rodriguez and written by Fred Mollin ("Beverly Hills, 90210," "Hang Time") and Chris Rodriguez.

The episode schedule for the week of December 1 is as follows:
Monday, December 1 (9:00 a.m. ET/PT) – "Flicker / Time Capsule"

When Manny's new vintage motorcycle breaks down on a deserted road, the tools are afraid they won't be able to fix it before it gets dark. They search the motorcycle's saddlebags and, much to their surprise, discover Flicker, a talking flashlight. Then, when Mayor Rosa asks Manny and the tools to fix a leak that threatens to interfere with Sheet Rock Hill's 100th Anniversary, they do so and discover a hidden time capsule which ends up being the highlight of the celebration.
Tuesday, December 2 (9:00 a.m. ET/PT) – "Have a Handy New Year"
Manny and the tools step in to fix things when Mr. Lopart's involvement with Sheet Rock Hill's New Years' Eve preparations creates a series of mishaps, only to have Mr. Lopart save the day with a creative way to replace the broken New Year's Eve ball.
Wednesday, December 3 (9:00 a.m. ET/PT) – "Movie Night / Cactus Manny"

Manny and the tools volunteer to fix a broken movie projector, and help entertain the audience until the job is done. Then, when Mayor Rosa asks all of her friends and neighbors to conserve water, Manny and the tools try to figure out a way to save Mrs. Portillo's (voiced by Shelley Morrison) rose garden. 
Thursday, December 4 (9:00 a.m. ET/PT) – "Frank's Barber Shop / Rusty's Second Wind"

When the new barber in town calls upon Manny and the tools to fix his broken barber shop pole, they also help him find customers for his ailing business, including an unsure Elliot (voice by Lance Bass). And, when Manny and the tools work to repair a weather vane on the roof of the radio station, Rusty is frightened by an approaching thunderstorm.
"Handy Manny" airs weekdays at 9:00 a.m. ET/PT and weekends at 10:30 a.m. ET/PT during Disney Channel's Playhouse Disney programming block for preschoolers.
