
DEMI LOVATO’S NEW ALBUM, "HERE WE GO AGAIN,"

WORLD PREMIERES ON RADIO DISNEY

SATURDAY, JULY 18

Burbank, July 15, 2009 … Radio Disney will present the world premiere of Demi Lovato's new album, "Here We Go Again," on SATURDAY, JULY 18 (7:00 p.m. ET/4:00 p.m. PT) during Radio Disney’s Planet Premiere, a regular feature presentation from the authority on the music kids love and parents trust. The album will be replayed on SUNDAY, JULY 19 (12:00 p.m. ET/9:00 a.m. PT) and can be streamed and listened to online at RadioDisney.com from SATURDAY, JULY 18 through FRIDAY, JULY 24.

During the broadcast, Radio Disney's "Ernie D" will interview the star of "Princess Protection Program" and "Sonny With A Chance" while playing songs from her new album. Radio Disney's Top 30 chart currently features Lovato's "So Far, So Great" at #13 and "Here We Go Again" at #15.

Lovato, who has written nearly written 300 songs in her young life, had the chance to write songs for this album with Grammy winner John Mayer and singer-songwriter Jon McLaughlin. "Here We Go Again" releases Tuesday, July 21 on Hollywood Records. Her first album, "Don't Forget," was released in September 2008 on Hollywood Records. It debuted at #2 on the Billboard Top 200, selling over 89,000 copies in the first week and features three singles that have all been certified gold: "Get Back," "La La Land" and "Don't Forget."
"Sonny With A Chance" airs Sunday at 8:00 p.m. ET/PT on Disney Channel. "Princess Protection Program" debuted last month on Disney Channel as the No. 3 original movie of all time in Total Viewers (8.5 million), and “The Royal B.F.F. Extended Edition" is now available on Disney DVD and features an exclusive new music video of "One and the Same" performed by Selena Gomez and Lovato, a behind-the-scenes look at the film with the teen stars, and a free "B.F.F" necklace set.
Radio Disney is a 24-hour contemporary hits radio network and the only broadcast radio destination that serves both a kid and family audience. Billboard magazine (September 22, 2008) cited Radio Disney at #18 among the Top 100 best ways to get music noticed. Among the artists who've performed in the Radio Disney studios in the past six months are Taylor Swift, Jonas Brothers, Miley Cyrus, David Archuleta, Jesse McCartney, Mitchel Musso and The Fray. 
Ernest "Ernie D" Martinez is Radio Disney's afternoon on-air personality. He has an appreciation and extensive knowledge of the music and entertainment that's relevant to kids, tweens and families. On-air, he hosts exclusive interviews including "Take Overs" and "Planet Premiere," the world premiere broadcasts of the most anticipated music among Radio Disney listeners.
In 2008, a burgeoning Radio Disney averaged its highest daytime ratings in three years among its core demographic of Kids 6-11. It also posted a 10 percent ratings gain from 2007. On a weekly basis, Radio Disney's programming day delivers 31 million listeners age 6+, 9.2 million Kids 6-14 and approximately 6.5 million Kids 6-11. In addition, Radio Disney also delivers 4.8 million Women 18+ (with Kids 6-11) and 6.1 million Women 18+ (with Kids 2-11).

Radio Disney is the #1, 24-hour radio network devoted to kids, tweens and families. Kids help pick the music that is played and are encouraged to interact via a toll-free phone line to the Radio Disney studio. The network's current playlist, driven by listener requests and representing major record labels, includes recording artists Miley Cyrus, Hannah Montana, Jonas Brothers, Taylor Swift, Demi Lovato, David Archuleta, Jordin Sparks and Mitchel Musso. The network is available on 49 terrestrial radio stations and is also available via RadioDisney.com, Sirius and XM satellite radio, iTunes Radio Tuner, XM/DIRECTV and mobile phones. Radio Disney has a sister network in Latin America. Its brand extensions include multiple Radio Disney Jams CDs from Walt Disney Records and iTunes Music Store offerings.
