Disney Channel Delivers its No. 1 Quarter Ever in Total Day in Kids 6-11; 
Ranks as TV’s No. 1 Network for the 10th Straight Quarter in Tweens 9-14 

~TV’s No. 1 Network in Total Day for the 2nd Consecutive Quarter in Kids 6-11
~No. 1 in Prime for 26 Straight Quarters in Kids 6-11 and 49 Straight in Tweens 9-14

Disney Channel (3Q11)

Boasting the No. 1 TV telecast of the quarter with “Phineas and Ferb The Movie: Across the 2nd Dimension” and the No. 1 TV series with “Phineas and Ferb,” 3Q11 wrapped as Disney Channel’s No. 1 quarter on record in Total Day in Kids 6-11 (779,000/3.2 rating), ranking as TV’s No. 1 network for the second straight quarter.

Moreover, Disney Channel extended its streak as TV’s No. 1 network in Total Day to 10 consecutive quarters among Tweens 9-14 (621,000/2.6 rating) – dates back to 2Q09 – delivering the Top 8 TV series overall, led by “Good Luck Charlie” and “A.N.T. Farm.”
In Prime, Disney Channel’s reign as TV’s No. 1 network extended to 26 consecutive quarters in Kids 6-11 (1.3 million/5.1 rating) and to 49 quarters in Tweens 9-14 (951,000/3.9 rating). In Total Viewers, Disney Channel was cable’s No. 2 network, surpassing the No. 3 network, TNT, by 8 % (2.7 million vs. 2.5 million).
· “Phineas and Ferb The Movie: Across the Second Dimension” ranked as TV’s No. 1 telecast in Kids 6-11 (4.7 million/18.9 rating) and Tweens 9-14 (3.6 million/14.7 rating), and as cable’s No. 1 scripted telecast in Total Viewers (10.7 million). 
· In fact, “Phineas and Ferb The Movie: Across the Second Dimension” is currently the No. 1 animated cable telecast of all time in Kids 2-11 (6.23 million/15.0 rating), the No. 2 animated cable telecast ever in Kids 6-11 and Tweens 9-14 and cable’s No. 5 movie on record in Total Viewers.
· “Phineas and Ferb” was TV’s No. 1 series of 3Q11 in Kids 6-11 (2.0 million/7.9 rating), while “Good Luck Charlie was TV’s No. 1 series in Tweens 9-14 (1.6 million/6.7 rating).
