Disney Junior Registers October Highs for Disney Channel
~Marks Ninth Consecutive Month Posting New Monthly Highs in Key Demos

“Jake and the Never Land Pirates” and “Mickey Mouse Clubhouse” Are Cable’s Top 2 Series in Boys 2-5, and Rank Among the Top 5 Preschool Series in Kids 2-5 
~Is “Jake’s” 4th Straight Month Ranking as Cable’s No. 1 Preschool Series in Boys 2-5
October 7 “Mickey Mouse Clubhouse” Airing is TV’s No. 1 Telecast in Kids 2-5 
Disney Junior: October 11 Highlights:
During October 11, Disney Junior delivered all-time October highs for Disney Channel in the daypart across all target demos, including Total Viewers (1.272 million), Kids 2-5 (492,000/3.0 rating), Boys 2-5 (282,000/3.3 rating) and Women 18-49 (274,000/0.4 rating), increasing by solid double-digit percent margins among preschool demographics over year-ago levels.
· Year to year, Disney Junior surged in key demos, including by 16% in Total Viewers (1.272 million vs. 1.097 million), by 18% in Kids 2-5 (492,000 vs. 417,000), by 32% in Boys 2-5 (282,000 vs. 213,000) and by 21% in Women 18-49 (274,000 vs. 227,000).

· The October 7 “Mickey Mouse Clubhouse” telecast stood as the month’s No. 1 TV telecast in Kids 2-5 (1.121 million/6.7 rating) and Boys 2-5 (717,000/8.4 rating). Overall, “Mickey Mouse Clubhouse” and “Jake and the Never Land Pirates” accounted for the month’s Top 4 preschool cable telecasts among in Kids 2-5, and the Top 3 preschool cable telecasts among Boys 2-5.

· In Boys 2-5, “Jake and the Never Land Pirates” (402,000/4.7 rating) and “Mickey Mouse Clubhouse” (356,000/4.2 rating) were cable’s Top 2 series in October 11.
· This marked the 4th consecutive month “Jake and the Never Land Pirates” ranked as cable’s No. 1 preschool series in Boys 2-5, and was No. 1 for the 8th time in the previous 9 months overall – dating back to the series February 11 launch.
· In Kids 2-5, “Jake and the Never Land Pirates” (No. 2 - 664,000/4.0 rating) and “Mickey Mouse Clubhouse” (No. 5 – 611,000/3.7 rating) ranked among cable’s Top 5 preschool series during the month.
